Before proceeding with creating the list of machine images to be deleted, I just want to verify that I am understanding correctly. Sorry to keep asking, but I do not like to tamper with production data and files without being absolutely positive it should be done.

I ran a query to see how many of the images older than 1/1/2013 were actually in the proposed_model or present_model columns in the floorplan_machines table.  All of those old machine images belong to either a proposed_model or a present_model in the floorplan_machines table.

So, even if the models are older than 10 years do you still want them deleted?

Hi Sallie,

If I get this right, this is the most relevant query:

SELECT * FROM machines WHERE intro < '2013-01-01'; #1197 rows 

That means that of the 2759 rows (models) in the machines table, 1197 are older than 2013. The amount of current clients that actually have machines in the proposed model ID field with an intro date older than 2013 will be so miniscule that I am not worried at all in deleting them.

I would say you can go ahead and delete the 1,197 machine image files mentioned in this query. That will save a decent amount of space with little to no impact on the current production devices.
