Actions - resulting from previous meeting
1. Added limiting criteria to Organization index page - ->where('client_status', 'A')
2. Changed Contacts in main menu to Org Contacts. Skip wanted the name Contacts changed to Users, but Bob remembered why Contacts was the name. So for now, until hearing otherwise from Skip I have changed Contacts to Org Contacts.
3. Skip wanted the Customers submenu deleted so the 4 li values in it would just be children of Admin, since they are not all customers. After looking at the children, I thought that changing the name to Organization Data may be better. I will delete this if Skip still wants it changed. 

Questions - for next meeting
1. On many of the current tableheaders there are (*) after the names of the columns. What are these for and are they needed?
2. On the current meters page there are 2 buttons for updating or deleting all selected records. Do you ever update multiple records at a time? What about deletes. I think you said you delete multiples after a period of time.
3. When adding an orgContact, should it be required to have the user related to a specific building, EXCEPT for vendors??

Completed
1. Login
2. Logout
3. All Deletes and Updates have notifications whether or not the action was successful. Inserts will also have this, but do not currently.
4. Org Contacts - index
a. User will select organization here then will be taken to the Show page
b. The Add User button in the bottom left takes the user to the Create page to input orgContact info.
5. Org Contacts - show
a. All contacts related to the selected org are shown on this page.
b. Columns that don't fit on the page will be displayed when the user clicks the + sign in the first column
c. There are Delete and Edit buttons in the rightmost column. Both are functional
d. The Add User button in the bottom left takes the user to the Create page to input orgContact info.
e. The Return to Org Selection button will return the user to the previous page to select an org
6. Org Contacts - create page (for editing)
a. The org contact that was selected by the user to Edit is the only record on this page. The fields are filled in with the data that currently exists.
i. The only exception is the password. Editing a user requires changing the password.
b. The Add Building button in the bottom left takes the user to the buildings Create page to input building info.
i. This is just a beginning page now. Not functional.
c. The note above the table alerts the user to when a building must be created before adding a user. This was designed with non-vendors in mind. If vendor contacts don't have specific buildings, then validations/criteria can be added  that will not require a building if the org selected is a vendor.
d. The Return to Org Selection button will return the user to the previous page to select an org
7. Org Contacts - create page (for adding a new contact)
a. The inputs are all empty.
b. There are MORE columns for input than the user sees on the contacts list. This is necessary to keep the data valid. 
c. Organization, Building, Toner Alerts, Service Alerts, and Monthly Audit Report inputs are all dropdowns
i. This will keep the data clean. No data input typos.
d. The Add Building and Return to Org Selection buttons are in the bottom left here also.
8. Organizations - index
a. An Organization Type dropdown allows the user to select specific types of orgs to show.
b. When first landing on this page, ALL organizations are listed in the table.
c. If the user selects an org type, they will be redirected to this page again, but with only that type of org showing in the list. 
d. Columns that don't fit on the page will be displayed vertically when the user clicks the + sign in the first column
e. The database functionality for insert, delete, update have not been completed yet for this. Coming later.
9. Org Types - index
a. All org types are listed with Edit and Delete buttons in the last column.
i. Delete is functional
ii. Edit is not functional, yet.
b. The Add Org Type button in the lower left will add the type to the db and return user to this page.
i. Since this insert is only 1 string value, I did not create a table for entering data like the other create pages. I can change this to be like the others later, and probably will.
10. Machine Data - Buildings - index
a. When the user lands on this page, ALL buildings are listed for ALL organizations.
b. If the user selects an Org from the alphabetized dropdown of ONLY active orgs, the list will ONLY contain buildings that belong to that org.
c. The Add Building and Edit Building buttons in the lower left are not functional yet.
11. Machine Data - Floorplans - index
a. When the user lands on this page, ALL floorplans will be listed.
b. If the user selects a building from the dropdown, ONLY floorplans for that building will show in the list.
c. CRUD events are not created yet.
12. Machine Data - Meters - index
a. Currently there are NO meters listed UNTIL a specific year is selected. This will change to list ALL by default.
b. The Add Meter Read button in the lower left will redirect the user to the create page to enter the data.
i. Clicking Add Record will insert the record into the db.
ii. Clicking Cancel will return the user to the Meters index page.
iii. Validation is in place limiting the meter values and Machine ID to numbers only. I need to check if Machine ID can be strings.
c. All CRUD events are functional.

To Do
1. Figure out how to incorporate AJAX calls into Laravel to have user friendly data entry.
2. Finish yellow highlighted tasks, from above.

Issues - Resolved
1. For selects where the input is allowed to be null, set the 1st option value = "". This will insert a null into the db.
2. If there is a default value for the input that is a select, set the 1st option = whatever the default value should be.
