Actions - resulting from previous meeting - Done
1. Verified that this Org Contacts menu item should be changed to Users. Change done (4/9/2020)
2. Skip wanted the Customers submenu deleted so the 4 list item values in it would just be children of Admin, since they are not all customers. After looking at the children, I thought that changing the name to Organization Data may be better. I will delete this if Skip still wants it changed.  Alex verified that he wants the parent menu dropped. Change done (4/9/2020)

Questions - for this meeting
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Organizations - Do you want 1 address or 2 shown in the table on the Organizations page? (mailing, legal, or both). Just the one address that we have right now is fine. Look at SAU 3 as an example. Each building has their own address if we need something more specific. This org has a Legal address that is type BOTH (it is the only address for the org), so I will select type B if there is one, or L as a 2nd choice. 
2. Machine Data / Machine Types - The color column has values of Color and Monochrome. The is_color column in the db has values of Y = yes and N = no. Would you prefer to have Y or N in this column or Color / Monochrome? If color/monochrome, where is this value found? I would say the way it is actually is fine. Only the backend workers see the Y or N. So, I will assume that y = color and n= monochrome
3. Machine Types - There are 9 different types ("Other" is one of the types). Is it likely that there may be others later? I ask because it would be quicker for the user to just select from a dropdown than to have to type in the type. Also, data integrity is better when all values are standard. - Example if one user enters Copier, another enters copier, another copy, another copyer, etc. If at some point a user wanted to see all machine types that were a copier, the misspelled ones would not be in the resultset. Extra code would need to be used in order to get all copier values with disregard to the case (upper/lower). I could make this a dropdown. Can you list all the types and we can fix the obvious typos like “copyer”? ok, I will create a dropdown. copyer was just an example.
4. Machine Types - The type column is required, so do you want both of the type values None and Other? No. Every machine we could ever add will fall into a few categories. None or other would not make any sense. Either the model is a copier or a printer or a multifunction device (MFP). There is no 4th kind that we deal with. There are currently 9 types in the machine_types table. They are copier, MFP, None, Printer, InkJet, Impact Printer, Label Printer, Zebra, and Other. There are 9 different type_names with the type of Other in the machine_types table. This is a bit confusing because the type_name is the unique value in the table, not the value for type. I'll hold off on this till we can discuss it.
5. Machine Types - There are 13 different icon types. This is like bullet #3. Should I have a dropdown with the icon types listed? There is nothing wrong here. You can have a dropdown, or have us type in something. This data never ever changes. A circle will always be a printer. A hexagon will always be a copier. Etc… So don’t spend too much time on this. It doesn't take much time to make the data entry point be a dropdown instead of a text box where the user types in the values. But, a dropdown eliminates bad data that happens because of typos or upper and lower case differences.
6. Machine_Status - toner and service_needed have values of 0 or 1. This is standard, but I just want to make sure the 0 means no toner or no service_needed and 1 means that they are needed?? I believe your understanding is right. However, the way it is determined that a machine needs service is questionable at best. The problem is that FM Audit doesn’t deliver the status of all models in a standard way. How could they as there are thousands of models to scan. Every manufacturer does things slightly differently. In that case, do you want to keep the toner and service_needed data or drop it?
7. Machine_Status - What dropdown would you like to limit the resultset? Or do you not need any for this page? I don’t spend a lot of time browsing devices that “require” service or toner. Mainly because the data we get from FM Audit isn’t the best and can lead to false positives or false negatives.

To Do

Issues - Resolved
1. For selects where the input is allowed to be null, set the 1st option value = "". This will insert a null into the db.
2. If there is a default value for the input that is a select, set the 1st option = whatever the default value should be.
