During the data migration I am finding some data issues. I have been able to fix many of them, but these 3 are ones that I do not know what the values should be. The bad data has extremely high min_speeds and the values are way above the max_speeds. From looking at the rest of the record for these 3, it looks like the values were inserted into the wrong column. It looks like these values should be in the life column instead of min_speed. If so, a min_speed will also need to be inserted.

The query I used to check this data:
SELECT * FROM machines WHERE min_speed > max_speed;

We do not really need a minimum speed value, so you can safely null out any instances where min exceeds maximum speed.
