I am enjoying your course on installing Laravel.  I have run into some issues that I cannot find answers to.  I have tried several things myself and Googled all I can think of.  I hope you can help. I followed your steps in the free course to the letter and my results looked like yours till I went to create a new laravelwindows.  I got this
$ laravel new laravelwindows

When I run vagrant up it fails.  I am not good at installing and configuring programs and have tried to install Laravel a few times on my own, but cannot. Please help.  This is what I get when I run vagrant up.
