I have an issue with successfully updating machine types if I place a unique constraint on type_name. I can successfully update the record if I remove that constraint, but I do not see why I cannot use that constraint.  I have researched this quite a bit and for now have decided to just remove the unique constraint.

For buildings, this is quite complex because I have the data coming from 4 different tables, which means that to do an update those 4 tables need to be updated. I need to think about whether or not there is a better way to handle this page. I would have no issue doing this in php, but laravel is quite different and seems to be designed to have 1 table per view as the default, even though you can have more than 1. There are many different ways to write the query depending on what data is needed and if it needs any special formatting.

With all of this in mind, I will attempt to create another page to show some progress and get back to the buildings page at a later date. I just need to know which page I should work on.
